afghans, cakes, and even cement bird baths (decorated with   

ceramic tiles).  There is a house on Wilber Avenue with a 1950ôs 

Carnival bird bath! 

 Iôve heard stories about slabs of bacon hanging from 

hooks as well as the Roast Beef Dinners (everything made from 

scratch!) 

 Father Walter Tulley, associate pastor here sixty years 

ago, won the raffle car one year, and some people yelled ñfix!ò    

I remember, in my early years as pastor, when a fourth grader 

pulled her parentsô ticket from the drum!  Another great memory 

comes from last yearôs Grand Drawing when Carnival Co-Chair, 

Brian Raymont, publicly proposed to his sweetheart, Erin, and 

she accepted!  I will long remember the cheering and applause!  

(They will marry next July.) 

 We still have time to make some good memories this 

year that they can reminisce about in the years to come.  See you 

at the Carnival this evening.   

 Carnival 2015 will pay for the recent renovations in the 

Corrigan Gym: the drop ceiling and the old lighting system have 

been removed, the ceiling has been painted and sound-absorbing 

material sprayed on, the walls have been painted, a new LED 

lighting system has been installed, and the sound system has been 

upgraded.  The four doors to the gym balcony will be replaced.  

(The six panes of glass in each of the old doors no longer meet 

school safety requirements.)  Our second Carnival 2015 project 

will be the replacement of 33 windows in the 1927 school      

building and its 1949 addition.  That is scheduled to happen later 

this summer.   

 Some years back, we leased space in our bell tower to a 

cellular phone company.  We made it clear that ñnothing can 

show.ò  The company kept their part of the bargain.  For several 

years we have been banking the $2,000 per month rent in our 

ñRainy Day Fundò for unexpected or emergency maintenance 

needs.  Now, after some negotiation, we have also leased the 

stack on the 1958 school building to a second cellular phone 

company.  They completed their installation work after school 

dismissal for summer.  That will earn us another $2,000 per 

month rental and we will earmark that income for the ñRainy 

Day Fundò as well.
